Course Outline: 
Built to prepare students to be the affiant, case-
agent, or supervisor on a federal or state wire, this 
course uses examples from film and television, as 
well as real life case studies, to aid in the 
understanding of the concepts being taught.  With 
an emphasis on narcotics and organized crime, the 
class provides an overview of long-term wiretap 
cases, starting with drafting the affidavit, then 
exploring the investigative requirements of 
establishing exhaustion or necessity.  Thereafter, 
the focus shifts to how to successfully build a case 
around a wire, with detailed examples and case 
studies documenting how proactive techniques, 
referred to as “tickling the wire,” are employed to 
protect sources and methods and sweep up the 
entirety of the targeted conspiracy or 
organization.
